National
Liberation Day

15th August is National Liberation Day.
National Liberation Day is one of the most
important national holidays in Korea. Korea
obtained independence from the Japanese
colonial rule on 15th August 1945 and
proclaimed the establishment of the ROK
government on 15th August 1948.

Japan began its interference in the internal
affairs of Korea ever since the Gang—hwa-—
do treaty and unfornately, Korea came
under the colonial rule of Japan on 29th
August 1910. By then, Japan had won the
Sino—-Japanese and Russo-Japanese wars.
The 36 years of japanese colonial rule was
a time of misery and tragedy for all Koreans.
Basic human rights of Koreans were
infringed upon and teaching Korean history,
use of Korean language were prohibited.
Also, the Japan forced Koreans to adopt
Japanese names to the Japan-style names
and plundered Korea all over during their
colonial rule.

The Korean independence movements
against Japanese colonial rule spread
overseas. On 1bth August 1945, Korea
gained independence from Japan after it
surrendered to the Allied Forces after losing
the World War II.

On 1st October 1948, the Republic of
Korea government has decided to celebrate
the 15th AUG the National Liberation Day
which is called "Gwang-bok-jeol" in
Korean.

On 15th AUG, flags are hoisted in every
home to commemorate the sacrifices made
by the freedom fighters. Especially, this
year is the 60th National Liberation Day,
which makes it all the more important.
