Health Facilities for Local Residents

— Completion Ceremony of Public Health Clinic in Jinawa, Dahuk —

Zaytun Division is currently
working on construction of public
health clinics for 9 towns in the
provinces of Dahuk and Arbil. The
town of Jinawa, Dahuk saw the
first completion on 6 November.
Commanding general MG Jung and KRG
Health Minister Jamal Abdul Hamed
with government officials attended
the ceremony. The congratulatory
address was delivered by MG Jung
and Dr. Jamal followed by the
donation of two ambulances for
emergency situations.

Zaytun Division is to donate 12
more ambulances to Arbil province
in an effort to transport patients
in times dire need, totalling 14
vehicles worth $1.12 million.

Until recently villagers in
Jinawa and 8 other towns were left
helpless without any public health

facilities, and have wished for a
health clinic near them. Zaytun
division has invested $4.39

million CERP funds to build the
much needed clinics.

Each clinic will be furnished
with medical eguipment, an

ambulance, supplies, a power
generator and air conditioners.
Construction of a well for water
and living aquarters for the
medical staff are planned.

MG Jung "we believe that the
health «c¢linics will provide

guality medical services for the
villagers who faced difficulties,
to help improve their health and
save lives" and added "when the
medical staff's quarters are
complete | am sure this will
become a facility that will bring
joy to everyone." KRG Health
Minister expressed his apprecia—
tion saying, "the support Korea
has provided through their
hospital, human resources, and
technology have become a symbol of

support and sympathy among the
Kurds."

Health clinics in the towns of
Grudafan, Rubia, Kalati are
complete, 1 clinic in Soran is due
to open in December, and 4

remaining clinics are expected to
be completed in February and April
next year.

The soldiers promised this will not
end as a one time event, but a
lasting commitment of support and
repairs.

Shorish Orphanage was last
refurbished in 1972 and since been
left to fall apart for decades. Zaytun
troops replaced broken windows
and carried out urgent electricity
repairs mended shattered pillars and
walls. Zaytun plans to install new
toilets, shower baths, and a dining
hall in the facility and add
computers, washing machines for
the children with CERP funds this
December.

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Bulguksa Temple and
Seokguram Grotto
Bulguksa, one of the largest and most
beautiful Buddchist temples in Korea, is
located in Gyeongju, once the capital of
the ancient Silla Kingdom(57 B.C.-A.D.
935). Bulguksa orginated as a small
tamle that King Beopheung(r. 514-540),
the first Silla monarch to embrace
Budchism, had erected to pray for the

prosper ity and peace of his kingdom.

The temple's present structures date back
to 751 when they were rebuilt. The temle
previously comprised more than 80
buildings, 10 times the number surviving
today. Situated hich up on the mountain
behind Bulguksa is Seokguram, a man-made
stone grotto wicely regarded as one of
the wor |d's finest Buddhist grottos.

Seokguram  comprises a rectangular
antechamber and a round interior chamoer
with a domed ceiling connected by a
rectangular passageway. Seokguram and
Bulguksa were registered on the UNESCO
World Cultural Heritage List in 1995.
