Zaytun Division brought
hopes of recovery by laun-
ching emergency assis-—
tance to the town of Torak
located in the vicinity of
Camp Zaytun experienced
the worst flood in decades.
The city of Arbil was flooded
by a three day downpour of
106mm, which began on 2
February, arose chaos as
roads were blocked. Poor
drainage infrastructure of the
city caused the water to flow
down to the lowlands of
Torak, and flooded it virtually
overnight.

Residents were stupefied at
the sudden damage where
approximately fifty house-
holds were inundated, twenty
five cattle sheds, and the
same number of fences
collapsed. After receiving
news of the tribulations on 7
February, the Division's 112
Battalion troops headed to

the flooded town with
laundry trailers and disin—
fectants to clean clothes and
prevent epidemic. The troops
donated blankets and stoves
to the residents in order to
keep them warm as well.

The town Muk'tar said "we
have had the heaviest rain in
fifty years, and the towns-
folks were worried, but
thanks to Zaytun Division's
assistance and relief mate-
rials have eased the pain of
loss" and thanked the
troops.

"our troops are doing exactly
what we do in Korea; when
the people are in need of
assistance due to floods or
heavy snowfall, soldiers are
the first to head out to the
troubled area."
