Since my arrival to Ali base, I have
observed quality leadership in many of
our young enlisted personnel.  Sadly
however, I have also witnessed some
very weak leaders among our ranks so I
thought I would give our enlisted some-
thing to think about.  There is book af-
ter book that tells us who NCOs are, but
finding a description of what they are is
considerably more challenging.  Each of
us has his or her own idea of what an
NCO should be, and many think of the
terms “sergeant” and “NCO” as being one
in the same.  However; sergeant is a rank
and NCO is a status.  While it’s true that
you can’t have one without the other,
there is a major difference between the
two.  The various ranks of sergeant (E-5
through E-9) can be attained merely by
performing the job well and completing
the appropriate academics.  Being an
NCO demands personal integrity and
dedication.

Far too often the “sergeant” views the
Air Force as just a job and falls into the
9 to 5 mindset, they do their eight hours
and go home.  The NCO has accepted
the Air Force credo, “24/7, whatever it
takes to get the job done.”  Too many
sergeants are afraid to confront prob-
lems, so they turn their heads and walk
away.  The NCO - the professional - fac-
es the problem and takes corrective ac-
tion when it’s needed.  Professional
NCOs are dedicated to their role in the
Air Force.  They do not require remind-

ers about standards, customs, or their
responsibilities.  They set the standards,
observe the customs, perform their jobs
with competence, and ensure that all
who they come in contact with do the
same.

There is extensive guidance to be
found in the Air Force on the responsi-
bilities of NCOs.  These responsibilities
do not differ between sergeant and NCO. 
The leadership and management abili-
ties required of each can be obtained
through experience, education, and ob-
servation.  But being a professional NCO
and performing as one can not be ac-
complished without personal commit-
ment, integrity, and dedication.  The
choice of being a sergeant or an NCO is
a very personal one.  It is the choice of
taking the easy road or the more chal-
lenging and difficult one.  It’s the choice
to “get by” or to grow, improve yourself,
and enhance those around you.

I challenge you to ask yourself the
question the next time you look into the
mirror, am I a   Sergeant or am I an
NCO?

Ali Airmen sharpen up warfighting skills with daylong evaluation

Ali Airmen held their first exer-
cise of the rotation June 9, respond-
ing to “intelligence” of an impend-
ing attack and a subsequent rock-
et launch.

“We wanted to make sure peo-
ple were familiar with arming and
clearing procedures as well as test
the command and control at unit
levels,” said Maj. Kenneth Jambor,
407th Air Expeditionary Group ex-
ercise evaluation team chief. “Our
goal was to put together a realistic
scenario and make it challenging,
but not so challenging that people
fail.  We wanted to demonstrate  we
can function as one cohesive unit
here.”

The main reason for the exercise
was to ensure all the Airmen at Ali
were on a level playing field.

“We come from many different
bases,” said Major Jambor. “Each
of those bases, just like Ali, has
unique requirements. We wanted to
make sure everyone knew their re-
sponsibilities here – the rocket at-
tack in May was a wake-up call.
People knew how to respond, but
didn’t know some Ali-specific infor-
mation. We want to make sure ev-
eryone knows what to expect if
something happens.”

The morning started with group
leadership receiving intelligence
about an ‘impending’ attack and
making the decision to put every-
one at a higher security posture and
to arm them, said Major Jambor.

“It was good to see how units
prepared for this exercise,” the
major said. “The 407th Expedition-
ary Communications Squadron and
407th Expeditionary Logistics
Readiness Squadron practiced
clearing and arming procedures the
week before – it seemed everyone
took the exercise seriously.”

After the base Airmen were
armed, the exercise continued with
three rockets lobbed at the instal-
lation – one ‘exploding’ by the Big
Top, one ‘exploding’ by the tower
and the last one landing as unex-
ploded ordnance among the living
areas, he said. Individuals respond-
ed to the attack, treated injuries and
post-attack reconnaissance teams
swept the base area to look for dam-
aged buildings and other ordnance.

Planning for the exercise start-

ed in mid-May. Milestone tasks for
the exercise included identifying
and training EET members and
nominating and training PAR team
members, said Major Jambor.

“We wanted to make sure we had
the infrastructure to carry out the
exercise before we actually tested
it,” he said.

Ali Airmen can expect further
exercises during this rotation, he
continued, including one installa-
tion-wide exercise with the Army
and coalition forces – mostly to en-
sure the base operates smoothly as
Army forces move into the base se-
curity mission.

“Everyone will play in that exer-
cise, including people on shift
work,” the major said. “That exer-
cise will have a lot more curve balls.”

Despite the curve balls thrown
at them in this exercise, for the most
part, Ali Airmen did well, Major
Jambor said.

“Communication was still a big
challenge for people,” he said.
“Mostly, that involved knowing who
to talk to or that checklists were
available to help walk through those
issues. Some of those checklists
need to be honed, as well.  Other
than that, though, people per-
formed quite well.

“Ali Airmen went above and be-
yond doing what was expected of
them during this exercise,” Major
Jambor said. “It was refreshing to
see the efforts, and the focus of not
only the people involved in the ex-
ercise, but those evaluating it. This
exercise wouldn’t have been so suc-
cessful without the hard work of the
EET members.”

CF kills one, detains 23 terrorists
BAGHDAD, Iraq – Coalition Forces killed one sus-

pected terrorists and detained 23 others June 12 dur-
ing coordinated morning raids north of Ramadi.

The forces were targeting reported terrorist activity
in the area, to include the reported use of an elemen-
tary school for an improvised explosive device and
suicide bomber training facility. Several of the detain-
ees have been identified as terrorists by Iraqis.

Coalition Forces secured several buildings during
the raids and located multiple weapons in each build-
ing. The weapons were destroyed on site. One terror-
ist was killed during the assault.

than 220 security detainees June 11 from Coalition-
run Theater Internment Facilities.

Vice President Tariq Al-Hashimi addressed the se-
curity detainees at Abu Ghraib Theater Internment
Facility telling them, “You are entering a different world;
you must give the government a chance and become
productive members of society.”

This release is part of a Government of Iraq plan to
release 2,500 security detainees in the month of June,
and will be accomplished through a series of 200 –
500 person releases throughout the month.

The Iraqi Government has approved the release of
those not guilty of serious, violent crimes such as
bombing, torture, kidnapping and murder. The detain-
ees must renounce violence and pledge to be good cit-
izens of Iraq.

The decision to release is an acknowledgment by
the Government of Iraq and MNF-I of the importance
of progress toward democratic governance and the rule
of law in a new Iraq.

Communication Focal Point
Section provides one stop shopping for comm requirements, repairs

In modern warfare,
keeping good communica-
tion moving up and down
the line can be a critical
aspect to keeping the mis-
sion operating smoothly.

A team of experts with-
in the 407th Expedition-
ary Communications
Squadron provides one-
stop service to customers
with communication
problems and require-
ments – getting the right
people on the job to fix the
issue quickly.

“The communication
focal point acts as a main-
tenance operations cen-
ter, help desk and Unit
Control Center, as the sit-
uation dictates,” said Mas-
ter Sgt. Jeffery Steagall,
407th ECS communica-
tion focal point, or CFP,
superintendent. “We track
network, telephone and
radio outages, and work
with the appropriate peo-
ple to ensure that leader-
ship knows about those
outages.”

This one-stop shop
drives the process to en-
sure that senior leader’s
communications require-
ments are met, he contin-
ued, and track down the
talents needed to fix prob-
lems as they arise. But
senior leaders, although a
customer, are not the only
focus for this team.

“We take care of every-
one,” said Sergeant
Steagall. “When people
are away from friends,
families and loved ones,

the computer is the ave-
nue to reach them and
stay in touch. When peo-
ple come into work, they
need their computers to
be operational for the mis-
sion. In addition, it is vi-
tal for the health and mo-

rale of folks.”
To ensure that crystal-

clear or lightning-fast
communication, the peo-
ple in the CFP have their
work cut out for them,
Sergeant Steagall contin-
ued. Workers in the focal

point are selected for their
ability to think though
various communications
issues and respond ap-
propriately and profes-
sionally.

“I have been impressed
at the level of commitment
and dedication of the en-
tire 407th ECS in re-
sponding to our initial di-
agnoses,” he said. “The
first several weeks of the
rotation, we received
about 250-300 calls per
day trying to work out
bugs – as we have settled
into more of a ‘battle-
rhythm,’ the number of
calls we receive now is
somewhere around 150
per day. Every day pre-
sents unique challenges
and you have to be pre-

pared to think on your feet – it’s the
people who make our CFP succeed.”

One of those people making the
CFP succeed is Staff Sgt. Cidalia
Hagan, deployed here from Tinker
Air Force Base, Okla.

“As a member of the CFP, I’m
responsible for assisting unit client
support administrators with com-
puter issues they can’t solve – I also
create user accounts for classified
and unclassified computer sys-
tems,” she said. “It’s a lot different
from the job I do at my home sta-
tion.”

She enjoys the opportunity to
shine in a high-profile job.

“My favorite part of the job is fix-
ing something small on my end that
results in a large resolution for my
customer,” she said. “It is a little
challenging to work in a high visi-
bility job, though – it leaves little
room for mistakes.”

Senior Airman Nathan Adams,
deployed from Spangdahlem Air
Base, Germany, agrees.

“I like to hear how something we
maintain has directly impacted in
mission in the war,” he said. “It re-
assures us that everyone has a
helping hand in the war effort. You
have to stay cool under pressure in
this job – a lot of information pass-
es through here. You have to make
sure you handle the big stuff with-
out losing track of the little things
as well.”

Taking care of the wide variety
of customers may leave some with
the impression that the organiza-
tion is just “following instructions,”
said Sergeant Steagall.

“We literally work with every unit
on Ali and, though we may not give
the customer everything they want,
my people do care about their
needs,” said the sergeant. “We are
very customer- and mission-fo-
cused.  Our senior leadership also
shares this spirit of caring towards
our customer’s needs – it’s impor-

tant for us to know our customer’s
needs are being met and how we
provide them the service they re-
quire at the lowest level.”

And, the people not only care
about accomplishing the mission at
Ali, they care about the overall mis-
sion in Iraq – helping bring democ-
racy to the Iraqi people.

“I hope that one day the people
in Iraq will be able to look back and
see this point in their history in the
same way that we see the Ameri-
can Revolution, as a new begin-
ning,” said Airman Adams.

“We have to self-gener-
ate our funds,” said Ser-
geant Paquin. “If we buy
a soda for 35 cents and
sell it for 50 cents, the re-
mainder goes to our prize
fund – allows us to give
out prizes for our tourna-
ments and the like.”

Each week, he said, the
Hot Spot gives out nearly
$550 in prizes through the
Texas Hold’em tourna-
ment and Bingo, as well as
other events.

He enjoys the flexibili-
ty that the job gives him –
that he is able to plan dif-
ferent events to make peo-
ple happy.

“I like trying new
things,” Sergeant Paquin

said. “For instance, fanta-
sy football leagues are a
big thing back at home
right now – I started a fan-
tasy baseball league. I had
the opportunity to in-
crease the number of Tex-
as Hold’em tournaments
we have. I think it’s great
that every week I am able
to go to the Army and Air
Force Exchange Service
and pick up first run mov-
ies to show in the Big Top.
It’s great.”

able to play certain mov-
ies throughout the base
on the closed circuit tele-
vision system.

The following information is taken verbatim from the
332nd Air Expeditionary Wing Feb. 1, 2006, ver-
sion of AEW Instruction 36-2903:

2.5.12. Headphones: May be worn in official PT uniform
and conservative PT gear when inside the clearly de-
fined confines of housing areas and away from areas of
frequent vehicle traffic. Headphones are prohibited un-
less required to perform military duties when outside the
confines of the identified boundaries of the housing ar-
eas. Exception: Headphones may also be worn with PT
gear on an authorized running track while performing PT
activities outside the housing area or at the base fitness
facilities. They may not be worn to and from the running
track and base facilities when they are located outside
the housing area. When the boundary of a housing area
is not readily identifiable or the housing areas contain
road surfaces frequented by many vehicles, the local
group commander will identify the conditions under which
personnel may wear the headphones consistent with
safety, discipline, and military image. Headphones are
prohibited in formation, and while in DCUs and Flight
Suits unless needed for official duties.
