31st MAU stands ready 
Approximately 1,500 Kaneohe-based Marines have arrived off 

the coast of Lebanon. The leathernecks, the nucleus of the 31st 
Marine Amphibious Unit, will remain offshore unless ordered to 
assist Marines of the 24th MAU in Beirut. 

The 31st MAU, based on the USS Tarawa, cut short a port call in 
Mombasa, Kenya on the orders of President Reagan, who directed 
that the task force proceed immediately to Lebanon. 

The Marines have at their disposal tanks, attack helicopters, six 
AV-8B Harrier Its and are reinforced by approximately 500 leath er- 
necks from other Marine commands. 

Ward services held 
'A memorial service was held at the Station Chapel Monday for 

Sergeant Douglas Ward of Detachment, Company A, 3d 
Amphibious Assault Battalion. 

Ward's death, an accidental drowning, occurred during a night 
scuba dive off Fort Hase Beach. Ward's dive partner, Private First 
Class Mark Fetter, also of 3d Amtracs, was taken to Tripler Army 
Medical Center, treated and released. 

Helo rescues boaters 
A Search and Rescue helicopter from Station Operations and 

Maintenance Squadron pulled two civilians from the waters outside 
Kailua Bay after their 14-foot boat sank Sept. 7. 

The crew of the helicopter spotted the overturned boat after a 15- 
minute search. A SAR swimmer, Lance Corporal Robert Breland 
entered the water to render assistance to the stranded boaters. 

The helicopter, piloted by Captain Raymond Betros, returned the 
two men to the air station at approximately 7:30 p.m. No injuries 
were reported. 

Marines revive youth 
While on liberty in Singapore recently, three Marines and two 

sailors of the 31st Marine Amphibious Unit saved a young girl's life 
after she nearly drowned. 

Sergeants Ed McDonald, Dewey Dye, and Corporal Jason 
Bradley of "Alpha" Company, 3d Reconnaissance Battalion along 
with Boiler Technician Third Class Todd Clayton and 
Quartermaster Seaman Homer Nearpass, of Navy Seal Team Five, 
were approached by a distraught woman frantically waving for 
help at a community swim center. 

They followed her to a crowd of people gathered around an 
unconcious little girl. 

Life guards attempted, unsuccessfully to revive her. 
The five, well-trained in lifesaving techniques, removed water 

from the girl's lungs and alternately administered mouth to mouth 
resuscitation for more than fifty minutes before an ambulance 
arrived to take the girl to the hospital. 

At last report the child was doing fine. "We were glad we made it 
in time," said Clayton. "Our training saved her life." 

EDITOR'S NOTE: The following 
is th.e first of a two-part interview with 
the Commanding General, Fleet 
Marine Force, Pacific Lieutenant 
General Charles G. Cooper with 
Sergeant Chuck Jenks, Press Chief, 
FMFPac Public Affairs Office. 
Q. General Cooper, we'd like to begin 
by touching on a part of your 
philosophy that's earned you a wide 
reputation throughout the Corps - 
your mark, if you will - and that, of 
course, is your "Band of Brothers" 
concept. Will you summarize it for our 
readers? 
A. I'd be happy to do that. This "Band 
of Brothers" concept is a growth of my 
early experiences as a young second 
lieutenant with an average group of 
Marines during very intense combat 
in the Korean War. I joined "B" 
Company, 1st Battalion, 5th Marines 
in the spring of 1951 right out of the 
Basic School. This was during the 
heavy fighting of the Chinese Spring 
Offensive and our summer counter- 
offensive. Company B just always 
seemed to be right in the thick of 
things. We took a lot of casualties - 
there were times when the company 
was down to only two officers. 

Now these Marines came from all 
walks of life - about half of the outfit 
were reservists from all walks of life - 
about half of the outfit were reservists 
from Minneapolis -a couple of PFCs 
were lawyers - some of the regulars 
were barracks Marines . . . but the 
closeness I felt to those troops - that 
we felt to each other, defies 
description. The outfit went through 
all kinds of hell - and we had a code - 
a code that had been given to me 
personally by the CO 'if the 5th 
Marines when I reported in as part of a 
replacement draft. And that code was: 
we never quit; we never surrender; we 
never leave our wounded or dead; we 

are family . . . a band of brothers. We 
will never be defeated in combat 
because we believe and trust in each 
other. 

Now that was how we lived and how 
we fought. I remember so vividly that 
whether we were tied in on a company 
perimeter or were going out on a 
reinforced platoon combat patrol, that 
we were fearless because we knew we 
would make it, we knew we would win. 
We would fight like hell, but we would 
make it. So that was the atmosphere 
that gave life to the band of brothers 
concept. 
Q. It's obviously a central part of your 

leadership philosophy and its roots 
reach deeply into your career as a 
Marine. How did you arrive at 
formalizing it into the code of written 
principles we see today? 

A. Well, I sort of defied fate in all the 
heavy fighting there without getting 
killed, but I was finally wounded quite 
seriously on Sunday the 17th of -lune - it was Fathers' Day. I remember it 
because 'my wife was expecting our 
first child any day then. We took a hill 
in heavy fighting that day near the 
punchbowl about 1,000 meters from

Former POW lives on faith 
Survived seven years of maltreatment

Approximately 300 people 
gathered in Anderson Hall 
Dining Facility here Sept. 7 for the 
3d Marines' Quarterly Prayer 
Breakfast. 

The program featured guest 
speaker Navy Captain Gerald L. 
Coffee, a former prisoner of war 
and currently the public affairs 
officer on the staff of the 
Commander in chief, U.S. Pacific 
Fleet. 

Brigadier General O.K. Steele, 
commanding general of the 1st 
Marine Brigade, read the 
scripture, Psalms 33:4-12. 

The message that Coffee 
conveyed was one very familiar to 
leathernecks - keeping faith. The 
Marines' motto, Semper Fidelis, 
means always faithful, and 
Coffee emphasized that fact in his 
speech. 

"By definition, faith is the 
ability to believe in something 
that you can't see or touch or 
smell," he said. It was faith that 
carried him through seven years 
of maltreatment at the hands of 
the North Vietnamese. 

Many people think of spiritual 
faith first, but Coffee touched 
upon four kinds of faith ... faith in 
himself, his fellow man, his 
country and his God. 

Coffee spoke of the day his RA- 
5C Vigilante reconnaissance 
aircraft was shot down over North 
Vie.,nam. That was Feb. 3, 1966. 
Lyndon Baines Johnson was in 
the White House: the Beatles were 
all over the air waves, and Martin 
Luther King, Jr. was leading a 
non-violent march for equal 
rights. When Coffee was 
repatriated to the United States in 
February 1973, King had been 

assassinated; President Nixon 
was under attack because of the 
Watergate. scandal, and John, 
Paul, George and Ringo had gone 
their separate ways. 

"When I returned to America 
and looked around," Coffee said, 
"I saw the changes that had 
occurred. It didn't take very long 
for me to realize that that same 
key to my survival was going to be 
my key right here at home, 
because I looked around and I saw 
reflected in my fellow Americans 
a lack of faith in ourselves. 

"I saw the need to keep the faith 
in ourselves as individuals, to 
continue to look around and pick 
out those things that need to be 
changed, to pick out the wrongs, 
the problems and to really believe 
that we as one person, working 
within our system, can change 
those wrongs to right, to make a 
difference -a positive difference. 
Faith in ourselves to live out the 
prison-like aspects of our daily 
life. 

"All of us are constrained by the 
responsibility and the consequen- 
ces of decisions we've taken on for 
ourselves back up the pike 
somewhere. As much as we 
sometimes might wish that we're 
someone else, somewhere else, 
doing something else, it just isn't 
in the cards. 

"So we have to gut it out, hack it, 
and be better and stronger 
because of it every single day." 

The veteran naval aviator's 
message about faith was 
interwoven throughout his stories 
about life as a POW. He told the 
audience that the first American 
slogan he saw scribbled on a wall 
in a North Vietnamese prison was 
"God = strength." 

The equation worked.

He was sentenced to two months 
confinement at hard labor, 
forfeiture of $400 pay per month 
for two months, and reduction to 
lance corporal. 

Private Michael P. Morris, 
1/3, was convicted at trial by 
general court-martial of being 
disrespectful in language to a 
noncommissioned officer; assault. 
on another marine by choking 
him; and assault with intent to 
commit voluntary manslaughter 
by stabbing a corporal in the 
shoulder with a means likely to 
inflict grievous bodily harm. 

He was sentenced to five years 
confinement at hard labor, total 
forfeiture of all pay and 
allowances for 60 months, and a 
dishonorable discharge from the 
U.S. Marine Corps. 

Private First Class Roderick 
K. Orr, 2d Battalion, 3d Marines, 
was convicted at trial by special 
court-Martial of being disrespect- 
ful in language to a superior 
noncommissioned officer and 
staff noncommissioned officer; 
and assaulting a Marine by 
pushing him. 

He was sentenced to foUr 
months confinement at hard 
labor. forfeiture of $280 pay per 

month for three months, and 
reduction to private. 

Private First Class Joseph 
M. Flood, Communications 
Support Company, was convicted 
at trial by special court-martial of 
disrespectful. behavior towards a 
superior officer; assaulting a staff 
noncommissioned officer by 
swinging at him; disrespectful in 
language to a SNCO; willfully and 
wrongfully exposing to public 
view his buttocks; and drunk and 
disorderly on station. 

He was sentenced to four 
months confinement at hard 
labor, forfeiture of $200 pay per 
month for three months, and 
reduction to private. 

Private First Class Donald 
M. Anthony, 2/3, was convicted 
at trial by special court-martial of 
unauthorized absence from June 
1:4, 1983 and June 13-26,1983; and 
writing 18 worthless checks in an 
aggregate amount of $1,053.91. 

He was sentenced to four 
months confinement at hard 
labor, forfeiture of $50 pay per 
month for six months, reduction to 
private, and a bad-conduct 
discharge from the U.S. Marine 
Corps.

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Reenlists after 30 years 

Leatherneck eats up 'Marine green'

Normally, Marines retire after 
20 years. Exceptional marines 
s tay 30 years before taking off 
their packs. But, for an aviation 

'ordnance Marine here, 30 years of 
..Mai-ine Green wasn't enough. 

Master Gunnery Sergeant Sam 
%Gaines, noncommissioned officer- 
:-in-charge of 'Station Ordnance, 

reenlisted for two years Aug. 18, 
bringing his total enlistment to 32 
years. 

Marines aren't usually granted 
additional service after 30 years. 
But, according to Marine Corps 
Order 1040.31C additional service 
is authorized for Marines with 
special skills in undermanned 
military occupational specialties. 

I- Besides serving in an 
;iindermanned field, Gaines had 

'L'ot.ji4r reasons for wanting to stay 
' a -Marine. 

"I enjoy my work and love it 
here in Hawaii," he said. "I had 
no- immediate plans to get out of 
the Corps, so I decided to stay." 

Gaines entered the Marine 
Corps Aug. 19, 1953 in Cleveland, 
Ohio, and went to boot camp at 
Parris Island, S.C. 

"I enjoyed boot camp," said 
Gaines. "I knew that I'd be in the 
Marine Corps for 20 years. I 
experienced the ups and downs of 
boot camp like everyone else, but it 
was fun." 

Gaines initial enlistment was 
: fur three years. 

After boot camp, Gaines was 
.," assigned to the 2d Battalion, 6th 

- Marines, where he spent two years 
I before reenlisting to serve in 

. Japan. 
; "I went to Korea instead of 
'Japan in February 1956 and 
joined Marine Support Squadron- 

.' 2 until they moved back to 
Iwakuni in May 1956," said the 

6-foot, 195-pound Marine. "After 
that tour, I returned to Camp 
Lejeune, N.C. and joined the 1st 
Battalion, 8th Marines." 

A high point in Gaines' career 
occurred in July 1958. 

"I was a member of the task' 
force that landed in Lebanon, 
where the Marines are today," 
said Gaines. "We were on a 
Mediterranean cruise at the time 
and were on our way home when 
we were committed." 

Gaines stayed with the 8th 
Marines until February 1960 
when he joined the air wing side of 
the house at Cherry Point, N.C. 

"I was assigned to Marine 
Attack Squadron-533 as an 
aviation ordnance man," said 
Gaines. "I was later assigned to 
VMA-332 and deployed to 
Iwakuni in August 1961." 

During the next four years, 
Gaines' tours of duty were 
performed in Iwakuni, Japan and 
Cherry Point, N.C. 

"In October 1965, I went to 
Vietnam with VMA-224," said 
Gaines. "In December 1966, I 
returned to Cherry Point." 

Gaines was assigned as an 
aviation ordnance instructor at 
Naval Air Station Jacksonville, 
Fla. in February 1968. 

In April 1968, he served a second 
tour in Vietnam with VMA-211. 
During this tour Gaines received 
the Bronze Star with Combat V for 
heroic achievement and unfault- 
ing devotion to duty in the face of 
grave danger. 

On the morning of March 21, 
1969, the Chu Lai Air Base came 
under hostile rocket fire. A round 
struck an aircraft fully armed 
with rockets and 500-pound 
bombs, causing it to burst into 
flames which rapidly ignited 
nearby aircraft and an adjacent 
bomb storage area. 

Gaines raced to the location of 

the disaster and commenced 
fighting the fires, despite the 
intense heat, fragmentation of 
exploding munitions and 
repeatedly being knocked to the 
ground by the concussion of 
detonating bombs and rockets. 

He calmly manned a hose to 
spray the ordnance in an effort to 
cool it and prevent the blaze from 
spreading. His heroic and timely 
actions prevented the destruction 
of numerous aircraft. 

After a year in Vietnam Gaines 
went back to Cherry Point and 
was assigned to Marine All 
Weather Attack Squadron-121 for 
a year. In March 1970, he was 
assigned to the Aviation 
Ordnance School, Class B, for six 
months. 

Leaving school, Gaines was 
assigned to VMA-223 at MCAS El 
Toro. 

In October 1971, Gaines was 
assigned to VMA-211 in Iwakuni. 
And then served a third tour in 
Vietnam from April 1972 until 
October 1972. 

Gaines went back to El Toro and 
was assigned to VMA-214 until 
October 1975 when he was 
assigned as ordnance chief for 
Marine Aircraft Group-12. 

In October 1976, Gaines was 
assigned to Marine Air Weapons 
Training Unit in El Toro for two 
years before being assigned to the 
air station here. "And I've been 
here ever since," said Gaines. 

"Over the years, I've seen 
changes in uniforms, pay, Marine 
Corps policies and retirement 
policies," said Gaines. "But, as 
I've said before, I reenlisted 
because I like the Marine Corps 
and what I'm doing." 

It was a combination of love of 
work and location that inspired 
Gaines to reenlist. "After this tour 
I'm going to retire here," said 
Gaines.

Floats: 
Deployments leave 
unfinished work'

Members of the Battalion Landing Teams, 

Marine Amphibious Unit Service Support 
Groups, and helicopter squadrons assigned to 
the air station here, have often had the 
privilege of being the 'cutting edge', that is, 
being part of the 31st Marine Amphibious Unit. 
The families of these Marines and sailors have 
their loved ones sail off for five to six month 
deployments. 

Each organization within the MAU has 
undergone a series of milestones in order to 
prepare them for deployment. Some of the 
major milestones are Functional Area 
Inspections, Combat Readiness Evaluation, 
and a Commanding General's inspection. 
These are just a few of more than 200 
milestones that an organization such as a BLT 
goes through in preparation to embark aboard 
naval ships and deploy to the Western Pacific. 
Organizations spend months and months in 
preparation to deploy. 

How much time is spent by individuals to 
prepare their families for the separation that is 
inevitable due to these deployments? 
Command attention is brought to bear on some 
of the potential problem areas about 50 or 60 
days prior to embarkation. Marines and sailors 
are briefed on wills, powers of attorney, 

allotments, check to bank, Red Cross, and 
Navy Relief. As deployment and E-Day draw 
near, individuals want to spend more time with 
their families. However, as E-Day approaches, 
the training days get longer and longer and 
time off for liberty gets scarce. Those things 
that get put off until tomorrow keep getting 
pushed back farther and farther until it's too 
late! 

It is never too early to take care of business at 
home. While the organization attempts to take 
care of the basics, the individual Marine and 
sailor need to sit down with their wives and 
families and examine such things as: the 
family budget; how much does she need to live 
and pay the bills/ - the car; what about 
maintenance and repairs? Insurance and 
registration - What does she do in an 
emergency? Who does she contact'? These are 
just a few details that have to be worked out at 
home. 

There are a myriad of services available to 
families here at the air station to help families 
through separation. But nothing is better than 
good PM (preventive maintenance) on the part 
of the individual. The Marine Corps has a fine 
reputation of 'Taking Care of Our Own'; we also 
need to have as much concern for our families. 
Ensure you have done your part for your 
family. Check up on those matters hopefully 
being done by your unit. Supervise yourself - 
your family needs the help! 

Financial pitfalls threaten servicemen's security 
Easy credit and buy now, pay 

later plans can be attractive when 
making a purchase, but in a 
climate of high prices and high 
interest rates, people are too 
frequently enticed to make major 
purchases without due considera- 
tion of their financial status. 

Servicemembers can take 
several steps to protect themselves 
against these financial pitfalls.

Individuals who find them- 
selves in financial difficulties or 
who anticipate a major purchase 

in the future can seek counseling 
through a variety of sources. Local 
commands provide financial 
counseling to members on a 
variety of topics including pitfalls 
such as those mentioned above. In 
addition, personalized financial 
counseling and consumer 
education is available for 
servicemembers and their spouses 
through local family service 
centers, the Navy Relief Society 
and other local civic associations.

ahead" was quoted from Admiral 
David Farragut, who distinguish- 
ed himself by performing repeated 
acts of bravery during the Civil 
War. The USS Farragut is named 
for the admiral, whose father was 
born in Majorca, Spain.

Corpsman Third Class Phil I. 
Valdez. He was killed in the

and courage on the battlefield in 
defense of this nation in the past."

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Soft-spoken cancer victim 
combats terminal disease

Life for a teenager holds much 
promise, like a fresh rose bud just 
before the blossom. But it's tragic 

; if the bud is picked and the rose 
never attains that beautiful 

: blossom. 
Eleanor Barrozo is a 14-year-old 

, girl whose promised blossom is 
being taken from her. because of 
cancer. Her disease is terminal, 

; but her dreams are not. Eleanor 
has always wanted to go to 

: Disneyland and because of the 
efforts of her mother and the ' 

: Marines here, she may get that 
wish. 

Eleanor was born and raised 
here in Hawaii and has never been 
away from her native home. She is 

. a soft-spoken young girl who likes 
' to help others. She was a junior 
leader of Summer Fun, a 

; children's camp, at Enchanted 
Lake. Kailua last year. She has 
also been a volunteer worker at 
fund drives for Castle Memorial 
Hospital and the Shriners. 

; Approximately six months ago, 
Eleanor had emergency surgery to 
remove a 5-pound tumor that had 
ruptured in her stomach. Medical 
tests revealed that the tumor was 

- malignant. 

"The doctors told me there was 
nothing, they could do, and it 
would only be a matter of weeks," 
said the child's mother. Mrs. 
Eleanor Barrozo, who works at the 
Temporary Lodging Facility. "My 
daughter still thinks she'll get 
better. I wish she could be right." 

"I feel better now:" said 
Eleanor, "but there is still much 
pain and I get tired so easily when 
I do too much." 

Eleanor takes medication 
including a treatment called 
"chemotherapy," which luckily 
doesn't make her sick as it does 
other people. 

"The doctor told me that the 
medicines would make my 
daughter's hair fall out," said Mrs. 
Barrozo. "Eleanor says nothing 
will make her hair fall out, and so 
far it hasn't." 

Last month, Mrs. Barrozo 
talked to Staff Sergeant Agustin 
Correa, Supply Company, 
Brigade Service Support Group, 
about her daughter's condition. 
Correa works at the bowling alley 
in the evening where Mrs. 
Barrozo league bowls. 

"I found out from Mrs. Barrozo 
that her daughter had terminal 
cancer," said Correa. "I also found 
out that Eleanor had always 
wanted to go to Disneyland, but 

the family couldn't afford to go. 
"I contacted some of the major 

air lines and finally talked to Bill 
Murakami, of Hawaii Express. He 
talked to his board of directors, 
and they agreed to give Mrs. 
Barrozo and her two children 
round-trip tickets to Los Angeles, 
Calif." 

"I know what Mrs. Barrozo and 
her daughter are going through," 
said Murakami, "because I've 
been through it myself. I wanted 
to help them, and the board of 
directors supported me with the 
approval for free transportation." 

Correa has also received funds 
from bowlers and others, who 
have expressed a desire to help 
Mrs. Barrozo with accommoda- 
tions and living expenses while at 
Disneyland. 

"I'm afraid to go so far away 
from home," said Eleanor, "but I 
want to go because there's so 
much to see in Disneyland. I love 
stuffed animals and I hope to 
bring some home with me." 

"SSgt Correa and the other 
Marines have already done so 
much for us," said Mrs. Barrozo. 
"and with their help, I know I'll be 
able to give my daughter the trip 
to Disneyland she has always 
wanted."

where the DMZ is today. As a matter 
of fact, on my recent trip to WestPac, 
visited that very hill, and walked the 
ground where we fought. It brought 
back powerful feelings . . . Anyway 
we'd fought for a week to take that. hill 
and I was hit with machine-gun fire in 
my side Which went through my 
spinal column and broke my back. It 
paralyzed me from the waist down. 
Three of my troops later died that day 
getting me out and evacuated. 

I went through a whole series of 
hospitals and doctors and was told by 
them all that I'd never walk again, 
and would probably be medically 
tetired. In any case, they said I'd never 
go back to combat with my Marines, 
which is what I wanted to do. To keep 
my sanity during those times, I did a 
lot of praying but also a lot of writing 
about my experiences, so that if I 

couldn't stay in the Marine Corps, at 
least somebody could profit from my 
experiences and feelings of 
comradeship in combat. So I Atarted 
writing this account - in fact I still 
have the handwritten notes i made - 

and I came up with 11 principles 
which I thought this band of brothers 
was all about. With a couple Of word 
changes, that's vhat we have on this 
card right here. That's the Marine 
('ores through the idealistic eyes of a 
23-year-old second lieutenant 'who'd 
had some remarkably tough times in 
Combat but who has seen the Marine 
rifleman at his finest, and under the 
toughest of circumstances. 

Well, the doctors were wrong, and I 

got better. While I was on limited duty 
recovering from my Wounds, the CG at 
Camp Lejeune asked me to give a 
leadership talk to some Marines there 
who'd never been to combat. and I 

wrote these 11 principles on a 
chalkboard. Many of these Marines 
later asked me for a copy of these 
principles. Well, I got the company 
clerk to type them up for me, and I've 
sort of been handing out the cards ever 
since. 

These principles represent the glue 
which holds Marines together under 
times of great stress. I feel we have to 
develop that glue in peacetime so that 
we can prevail M combat. It's 

idealistic; it's about the family of the 
MarineCorps. And over the years as I 

acquired more rank and responsibil- 
ity, my family has grown from a 

.platoon to nearly 80,000 members out 
here in this jut). But I believe the 
concepts lire just as relevant today as 
they were in Korea in 1951. 
Q. Sir, the path to your current 
assignment included most recently a 
stop as the Manpower Chief of the 
Marine (..'orps - the staff assignment 
that obviously, more than any other, 
directly shapes and affects the 
Marine, his family, his pay, his 
benefits - really, his whole way of 
life. I low strong an emphasis do you 
intend to place on "people" issues in 
this command of' yours which is so 
heivily people oriented? 
A. I've been a commander more than 
anything else in my 33 years as 'a 
Marine. And I think the fact that 
General Barrow brought me to 
Washington to work in Manpower 
when I had never had one day's 
experience in the Manpower business 
reflected his belief that I was a people 
man .. . and that I would bring those 

traits to the job because that's what 
I've stressed in every command I've 
ever had. In addition to being an 
operational commander at every level, 
I was also the base commander at 
('amp Lejeune where we really 
fostered the people and family aspect 
of ̀ Marine Corps life. The base side of 
my current jdb is one that I place a 
great deal of interest in and attach 
great importance to. Not only should 
we go out and get the best possible 
people to be Marines and train them to 
be the most.combat capable and ready 
forces in the world, but we must be 
very concerned about how we treat 
them in order to retain them. 

I'll tell you a brief story which 
brings the point home. Some years 
back, I asked some of my senior people 
the question, "Why does the bloom fall 
off the rose?" That is, why do bright 
and energetic Marines just out of boot 
camp lose their luster later on? Well, a 
chaplain had one of the most 
thoughtful answers when he said, 
"General, the bloom falls off every 
rose after it blossoms. What we have to 
do is recruit the finest bushes we can, 

plant them very carefully, and nurture 
them continually with the best 
leadership and guidance so they can 
survive all the perils that bushes face. 
We need to get them to the point where 
they are so pleased and inspired with 
their life and environment that they 
bloom over and over again." That's 
my goal so far as the people aspect of 
my job is concerned: To see that we 
provide the leadership to our Marines 
that will make them want to bloom 
over and over again.

Marine captures Pan-Am medal 
by Cpl Ron Rivers 

Quantico's Sergeant Greg 
Gibson, a five year veteran of 
Marine Corps wrestling, added yet 
another gold medal to his 
collection of national and world 
championship titles while 
competing in the Pan-American 
Games in Caracas, Venezuela, 
Aug. 22-24. 

Wrestling to the tune of the gold 
medal in the freestyle event, the 
All-Marine grappler defeated 
Richard Deschatelets of Canada, 
13-0 in the final match of the 
competition. 

For the first time since joining 

the All-Marine Wrestling Team in 
1978, Gibson was able to compete 
at this prestigious level. 

Despite the controversy in the 
use of steriods at the Pan- 
American Games, the Americans 
alone claimed four gold medals in 
freestyle, four in Sombo, and one 
in the Greco Roman event. 

"This year's games were 
overshadowed by the controversy 
concerning the use of steriods. 
Most people were more interested 
in the controversy than they were 
in the games," Gibson said.

games. Dorrance won his medal in 
the 114.5-pound class of the 
Sombo competition. Sombo is a 
form of wrestling and judo. 

Other Marines who won medals 
at the games were Sergeant's Dan 
Mello and Ron Carlisle who won 
bronze medals in their respective 
weight classes in the Greco 
Roman style. 

The fact that all of our wrestlers 

were tested for drug usage and one 
of them came up positive added 
that much more meaning to the 
gold and bronze medals they won. 

"This was the first time in 
history that the Marine Corps has 
sent four wrestlers to the Pan- 
American Games, and all of them 
came home with medals," said 
Staff Sergeant Art Williams, the 
All-Marine coach.

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Leatherneck boxers pummel to heavyweight championship 
by Sgt I)ennis Litalien 

In the annals of boxing history, 33 men have 
-.held the heavyweight boxing championship. 
It's interesting to note that eight of these men 
served in the Armed Forces of the United 
States. Of these, four have been Marines. 

This elite group includes the late Gene 
Tunney, the hard-punching Ken Norton, 1976 
Olympic Gold medalist Leon Spinks and the 
recently dethroned titleholder Mike Weaver. 

Tunney, a World War I vintage leatherneck, 
began his boxing career by winning the 
American Expeditionary Force light 
heavyweight championship while stationed in 
France. 

: He returned to America in 1919 to begin his 
quest for professional recognition. In the next 
seven years, he fought and defeated many of 
the top contenders of the day, including Harry 
Greb and Tommy Gibbons. 

It was his knockout over Gibbons that set the 
stage for Tunney's two historic confrontations 
with the legendary Jack Dempsey. 

The fleet-footed Tunney easily outboxed the 
slower "Manassa Mauler" in their first fight in 
September 1926. He repeated the trick the 
following year, but only after narrowly 
escaping a knockout himself in the famous 
'Battle of the Long Count.' 

In the seventh round of this classic contest, a 
desperate Dempsey finally caught up to 
Tunney and hammered him with a series of 
booming lefts and rights depositing the 
champion flat on his back. Dempsey stood over 
the fallen Marine ready to pounce as soon as 
Tunney regained his feet. That mistake cost 

-Dempsey the championship because the referee 
;refused to begin his count until the challenger 
-went to a neutral corner. This gave Tunney the 
:opportunity to regain his senses. Tunney got 
:up, weathered the round, and managed to evade 
Dempsey's exhausted rushes over the next 

:three rounds, thereby retaining his title. 
Tunney, the grand old champion who 

:preferred reading Shakespeare to boxing, died 
in September 1978 at age 80. 

It was more than 40 years before another 
former Marine established himself as a serious 
contender for the championship. In March 
1973, Ken Norton exploded onto the 
heavyweight horizon by capturing a 12-round 

_split decision over Muhammad Ali. Norton 
silenced the outspoken All by breaking his jaw. 
Ali gained revenge in their return fight by 
winning a hairline decision over the San Diego 

- native. 
Norton's gutsy performances against Ali

earned him his first title fight in March 1974 
against George Foreman. In a rout that Norton 
would probably rather forget, the thunderous- 
punching champion levelled him in two rounds. 

Norton spent the next two years rebuilding 
his position as a top contender by whipping 
Boon Kirkman, Jerry Quarry and other 
notables. Finally, in September 1976, he 
received his second title opportunity, this time 
against his old antagonist, Ali. The aggressive 
Norton fought well, but again received the 
short end of the stick, losing a highly unpopular 
decision. 

An extremely discouraged Norton almost 
retired at this point, but relented to give it 
another shot. He immediately reestablished his 
number one ranking by flattening Duane 
Bobick in one round, and decisioning Jimmy 
Young over 15 rounds. He was eagerly awaiting 
a third title fight when another former Marine, 
Leon Spinks shocked the boxing world by 
defeating the 36-year-old Ali in 15 exciting 
rounds. 

When Spinks refused to face Norton in his 
first defense, the World Boxing Council 
stripped Spinks of their half of the 
championship and awarded the crown to 
Norton. After two unsuccessful attempts at the 
brass ring, Ken Norton became heavyweight 
champion without lifting a glove. 

Ken Norton's title reign was brief. He lost the 
championship to Larry Holmes in his first 
defense. He continued to fight, but a couple of 
knockout loses to Earnie Shavers and Gerry

Cooney caused Norton to announce his 
retirement in 1981. 

Leon Spinks was an inexperienced 
professional with only eight fights when he 
was paired with 'the Greatest' Muhammad Ali 
in February 1978. In one of boxing's biggest 
upsets, Leon outhustled the aging, out-of- 
condition Louisville Lip. The responsibilities of 
being heavyweight champion proved too much 
for the 24-year-old native of St. Louis, and he 
suffered a dreadful defeat at the hands of Ali in 
their return fight. 

After losing the championship, Spinks tried 
to make a comeback. In his next fight, he was 
pummeled into a first round defeat by Gerrie 
Coetzee, but rebounded to win a string of fights 
that reestablished him as a contender. In June 
1981 he met Larry Holmes and again became a 
knockout victim, this time in the third round. 
Spinks attempted to move down into the lighter 
cruiserweight division, but a seventh round 
technical knockout he suffered this spring at 
the hands of Carlow DeLeon makes it doubtful 
that he will ever fight again. 

The most recent former Marine to hold the 
heavyweight championship is Mike Weaver. 
His career has followed an up-and-down 
pattern similar to Norton and Spinks. Weaver 
was a lightly regarded fighter until he gave 
Holmes a tough fight. In his second title bout

Drug regimen 
fights tuberculosis

Short-term drug therapy has now been 
proven effective when children have 
tuberculosis, a pediatric pulmonologist said at 
the recent annual meeting of the American 
Lung Association - The Christmas Seal People - and its medical section, the American 
Thoracic Society. 

Rosalind S. Abernathy, M.D., consultant to 
the Arkansas State Health Department, 
described a just-completed study of 50 children, 
ages four months to 15 years, who were treated 
for tuberculosis for one month with rifampin 
and isoniazid daily, then for an eight-month, 
twice a week course of treatment. Family 
members administered the drugs under the 
supervision of health department workers, who 
also checked for adverse reactions to the drugs. 

Typical treatment for tuberculosis in children 
has been as long as 18 months of daily 
medication, and children had to take as many 
as 10 to 14 pills per day. Side-effects were 
frequent. 

"Under this short-term regimen, health care 
workers can supervise the medication as it is 
given to the child and monitor possible 
reactions. The period of treatment is shorter - 
thus, cost-effective - and the family's and 
child's cooperation can he maintained," Dr. 
Abernathy said. 

In 1982, 25,728 new cases of tuberculosis were 
reported nationwide, with approximately 1,400 
in children under 14. 

The Arkansas research represents the first 
study of short-term tuberculosis treatment in 
children.
